BEACH VOLLEYBALL

volleyball. The course is a minimum 14 hours of
delivery covering the basic principles of the beach
game including the specific health and safety
aspects. The course requires an outdopirmoor
sand court as well as access to classroom
facilities. Course Organisers should liaise with the
tutor to ensure that facilities and equipment
meet the requirements for the course.

YOUNG LEADERS AWARD — 6 HOURS

6-hour course designed to be used by
clubs, schools and youth groups. The
award is designed to complement the
Level 1 Award in Sports Leadership and
Level 1 Award in Community Sports
Leadership or to stand alone as a valid
award for young leaderslt can be
delivered by any PE Teacher or Level 2
Coach using the Tutor Resource Pack. Thistea®jlow resouce plans your sessions for you,
is national curriculum friendly and can be delivered in one go or as part of PE lesson time.

YOUNG EVENT VOLUNTEER AWARD - 6 HOURS

The Young Event Volunteer Award is
aimed at 1419 year olds and suitable for
students, young club members or anyone
wishing to develop their leadership skills
through volleyball activity. The course
has been developed with the aim of
